CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

1. Athlete's behaviour is expected to conform to our school's Code of Conduct (attached) at all times as their actions will reflect on themselves, their family, and our school.
2. Athletes must maintain an appropriate academic standing as determined by teachers and administration. Failure to do so could result in removal from the team.
3. Athletes must attend all practices and games. If unable to do so because of an acceptable reason, the coach must be notified in person prior to the practice or ·game.
4. Athlete's clothing will follow the dress code policy of our school. Coaches have the authority to institute a team dress code (ties, no jeans, team warm-up suit, etc.)
5. Athletes who engage in any illegal activity, or who violate our district's drug and alcohol policy could be immediately removed from the team and a prohibited from any further participation in our school's athletic program. Appeals may be made to a panel consisting of the principal, the athletic director, and a coach.
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Smoking is not permitted.
School sponsors, parents and coaches will uphold school rules during trips. In the event of inappropriate behaviour the coach may have the offender picked up by parents/guardians and taken home
Athletes must return their uniform in good, clean condition as soon as possible after the final game of the season otherwise they will be responsible for the replacement cost.
There is a fee for each sport played. If this is a hardship please contact the principal, as we believe that all students should participate regardless of means.
Athlete's who are dismissed from a team, or quit during the season of play, may lose the privilege of playing on another athletic team. The action to be taken will be decided by a panel including the athletic director, the coach, and an administrator.
