USE OF PERSONAL DIGITAL DEVICES

While cell phones are the primary personal digital device for most students, a personal digital device includes, but is not limited to, any personal electronic device that can be used to communicate or to access the internet, such as cell phones, tablets, smart watches, gaming devices and electronic toys, and includes the use of earbuds and headphones.
We expect:

· Personal Digital Devices should be silent and stored in lockers during class time.
· Personal Digital Devices may be used for communication purposes at break time, before and after school, and at lunch.
· Most phones are equipped with a camera that has the potential to invade the privacy of our staff and students. Camera phones are not to be used in bathrooms and changerooms for the protection everyone. Cell phones should only be used to take pictures or videos of others with their permission. 

Teachers are expected to enforce and model, no Personal Digital Devices during class. Students who defy the teacher’s instructions will have their phones given to the Principal or Vice Principal. Chronic lack of cooperation in this regard could result in the phone being held until a parent is available to pick it up. Occasionally at the teacher’s discretion cell phones may be used in class for educational purposes and as a part of teaching responsible use.

Students who are in the office for detention or work purposes will be required to relinquish their phone while in the office to prevent off-task use of phones. 

Students have many hours in the day to use their cell phones as they wish. We expect class time to be focused on learning and expect that students and parents share that priority for school time. Parents are asked to support us in ensuring student cell phones do not disrupt class. Parents who need to urgently reach their son or daughter should contact the school office at 250-295-3218.
